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19ID Data Collection (DAQ)
Initial Control Windows and GUI’s
1. Login to the LINUX workstation in the 19ID operations area that is designated as the “IDDAQ” server. This computer is used for beamline control and data collection (DAQ) and for some limited data processing (PX).  Originally this computer was named “purple”.  SBC staff will inform you if this has changed.  Your login name and password are provided by SBC staff at the start of beam time.
1. Launch the “toolbar”:
· Open a terminal window (called a “konsole” in KDE desktops).
· Type “SBCTOOLS” and press Enter.  Notice this command is all capital letters.
· You may minimize the initial terminal and the resulting medm windows if you like.
1. Launch the main data collection GUI “sbccollect”:
· From the toolbar, select sbccollect > sbccollect… 
1. Launch the point-and-click sample alignment GUI “On-axis Camera View”:
· From the toolbar, select TOOLS > On-axis Camera View…
1. Launch the image display program “adxv”:
· From the toolbar, select Display > adxv (auto)…
1. Launch the robotic sample mounting “robot” GUI: 
· From the upper-left corner of sbccollect, select Operator > robot 
· Notice that this results in two new windows:  the “robot GUI” for mounting and exchanging samples and the “webcam-idsky” providing on overhead view of the end-station.

Reminders
1. Use patience with robot sample mounting waiting for the “crystal align done” message before further user input to the various SBC GUI’s (sbccollect, robot, on-axis camera view, etc.)
2. Finish data collection on schedule.  “Terminate” your NX Sessions at the end of your scheduled “beam time”.  Do not choose the “disconnect” option when ending NX Sessions.  Data processing on your assigned PX work area resource may continue for one day beyond your scheduled “beam time”.  Please “Terminate” that NX Session at the end of your scheduled PX time.
3. [bookmark: _GoBack]Backup your data only from the SBC data backup server “rose”.  Data backup may continue from “rose” even after your access to DAQ and PX servers is terminated.
