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Running Web Browsers on Multiple Workstations at SBC
  Users can run the Mozilla Firefox web browser on multiple workstations simultaneously by creating and using separate “profiles” for each workstation.
  The SBC alias “firefox” runs the Mozilla Firefox web browser and opens the ProfileWizard.  The alias runs the command “firefox –ProfileManager”.

  Please run firefox from the command line and then UNCHECK the button labeled “Don’t ask at startup”.

  The first time you run firefox on each workstation, use the ProfileWizard to create a new profile and use the SBC linux workstation name as the profile name.  Profile names are case-sensitive, so I suggest not mixing upper and lower case for profile names.  You may create ALL of the profiles at once (using the same ProfileWizard) for each workstation assigned to your group or you can create them one at a time as needed.  Once the profiles are created, you should CHOOSE the profile that corresponds to the workstation where you run Firefox and click Start Firefox in the ProfileWizard.  This will avoid conflicts with browsers on other workstations.
  Once the profiles are created, you can save a few clicks when running Firefox by typing:  firefox –P <profilename>
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
