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The PrintScreen feature on SBC Linux Systems
There are several ways to capture screen images on the SBC Linux systems; but, it is not always easy to print the result which is normally a “.png” file.

Recommended method  ksnapshot command:

Run the “ksnapshot” command from a terminal window.  The KSnapshot GUI offers several capture modes and provides buttons for saving the resulting file or sending it straight to a printer.

On SBC Linux Workstations use the "Print Screen" key:

"Print Screen" takes a screenshot of the entire screen.

"Alt+Print Screen" takes a screenshot of the window to which the mouse points.
Pressing the "Print Screen" key on the keyboard (near the top right-hand side) presents the "Save Screenshot" dialog.  The "Help" button in this dialog describes taking screenshots in greater detail.

Use the Menubar to launch the dialog:

Menubar > Applications > Accessories > Take Screenshot

launches the same "Save Screenshot" dialog as does the "Print Screen" key on the keyboard.

Open the dialog from the command line:

The "gnome-screenshot" is another way to launch the "Save Screenshot" dialog.
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
