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SBC Training Videos 

Overview

  SBC procedures and documentation are created in a variety of media forms including text documents, spreadsheets and video files.  Text documents are typically created with Microsoft Word or Microsoft Excel and provided either in their original Microsoft format (Word documents, Excel spreadsheets) or converted to PDF files.

  “Video” content may include screen captures of our Linux workstations.  These video files, with “.ogv” file extensions, are made with an application named “recordMyDesktop”.  The files are an open format which is viewable with free software on a Linux, Windows and Macintosh computers.
One free, cross-platform application for viewing these video files is the “VLC media player”.
