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SBC Web Cameras
Web-accessible Video Monitoring

  SBC uses web-accessible video cameras (webcams) for the purpose of monitoring activities in the experimental end stations (or D-Hutches) of both 19ID and 19BM.  Two cameras that we call “idsky” and “bmsky” provide a view from the ceiling of the 19ID-D and 19BM-D end stations respectively.  A third web-cam, “iddewarfill”, is positioned on the outboard wall of 19ID-D and is pointed at the Actor Robot nitrogen dewar fill controllers so that users and staff can monitor the nitrogen fill operations for these dewars.
  All three cameras mentioned above have remote pan, tilt and zoom capabilities.  All three cameras are connected to SBC subnets which are behind the APSCATS firewall.  In order to access these cameras, users must either use their ANL/APS VPN credentials or they must be scheduled NX users at SBC.  The cameras are summarized in the table below.  Note that due its temporary role the iddewarfill camera is not currently registered in DNS.  The Launcher Scripts are provided to for use from the SBC Linux workstations.  The scripts will open a web browser with the corresponding URL shown in the table.
