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Using Globus Online at SBC
Requirements
  There are three requirements to meet in order to use Globus Online to copy your data from the SBC.  First you will need to register for a free Globus Online account.  Next you will need an available Globus Online endpoint on a computer at your home institute that will be receiving your data.  And finally you will need to have valid local accounts (login and password) on the computers that manage both Globus Online endpoints.

Globus Online endpoints
  Globus Online enables you to move data between two Globus Online “endpoints” using a web browser from any computer.  SBC maintains beamline-specific endpoints named sbc#19BM-DTN and sbc#19ID-DTN.  The globusconnect application makes your  Globus Connect endpoint visible and available to you from the Globus Online web site.  Globusconnect must continue running on the computer that will be receiving data throughout the data transfer process.  The GCMU application, installed by and administrator and running on a server computer, can make Globus Connect endpoints available to multiple users.  You may use a web browser from ANY computer to start and manage data transfers between an SBC endpoint and your  endpoint.  Simply Log-In with your Globus Online username and password at https://www.globusonline.org/SignIn.   You do not need to stay connected to the Globus Online website after the transfer is started.  You will receive an email message when the transfer is finished and you can check the status of the transfer as often as you like from the website.
Moving Data from SBC to Your endpoint

Start globusconnect on the computer that will be receiving data.

Sign-in https://www.globusonline.org/SignIn 
Click “start transfer” (below the “Manage Data” tab along the top of the page)
Choose two endpoints:
For one endpoint name enter the desired SBC endpoint such as: sbc#19ID-DTN

and click Go
Authenticate with the Username and Passphrase (password) assigned to you by SBC.

In the example below this is “user75id”.

Ignore the other fields.
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For the second Endpoint name enter the name of the endpoint you created on the computer that will be receiving data.  In this example, I am using an endpoint that I created on my office computer:

jlazarz#JL-office
Since you created your endpoint using your own Globus Connect username you will not be prompted to Authenticate for your own endpoint.
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Click the “more options” button below the left Endpoint pane.

Select these options if they are not already checked:

+ only transfer new or changed files where the checksum is different

+ preserve source file modification times

+ verify file integrity after transfer
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Select the Folders (and files) you wish to transfer in the SBC endpoint pane.

SBC does not permit transfers INTO the SBC endpoint.

Then click the highlighted arrow to start the transfer.
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You may now log out of Globus Online; but, globusconnect must continue to run on the computer that is receiving data.  You will receive an email when the transfer task completes.  You may Log In to the Globus Online website at any time to check the status of your transfer task.
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
