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The BIO computer “crystal” is no longer available for data transfers between Sector19 and Building 202.

“bioxapps.bio.anl.gov” is now the preferred data transfer server in building 202 for moving MCSG data from Sector 19 to Building 202.  I am told that the bioxapps system has access to each of the “shared” file systems that have been allocated to MCSG/SBC staff in building 202.  I have successfully tested bioxapps.bio.anl.gov:/net/Xscratch from several systems on the .gp.sbc.aps.anl.gov subnet.
Also please note that as of June, 2008 data transfers "should" work not only from “nova”; but, also from the following .gp.sbc.aps.anl.gov subnet systems for the corresponding file systems listed below:
/net/data/idwa:

lime, plum, white and orange

/net/data/idwb:

lime, plum, neon, peach

/net/data/bmwa:

rose, pink, red, purple

/net/data/bmwb:

rose, pink, blue, pine

If you find any that don't let you connect, please let me know.

Most of these systems are actually faster than nova so feel free to choose any system not currently assigned to GUP users.  Please check the posted schedules for GUP beamtime and resource allocations.
Example using “rsync” from system “rose” at Sector 19:

rsync –a –progress  –e ssh  LazarzSBC lazarz@bioxapps.bio.anl.gov:/net/Xscratch/LazarzBIO
